Thank you for presenting at the Oil and Gas session of the Four Corners Air Quality Task Force (4CAQTF) on August 9, 2006.  The group appreciated the presentation, and is looking forward to the results of your study.  The engine testing study outlined in your presentation will be useful to both the industry and the agencies as we move forward in developing mitigation strategies for the Four Corners region.  As you may recall from the meeting, your presentation facilitated great discussion and comments from the Oil and Gas Work Group.  Consequently, members of the Policy Oversight Group (POG) for the 4CAQTF feels that the results of the proposed testing program could be valuable to the process if the following recommendations are addressed:

1. A suitable number of engines tested so that the results are statistically significant.

2. Several pairs of identical engines tested while operating continuously at different elevations in the Four Corners area during the 12-month testing period.

3. Several engines in the 10 – 60 horsepower range should be tested, specifically including one or more 40 horsepower engines and one or more 15 horsepower engines.
