The following changes were made between 3-3-06 and 4-3-06:

1.   20.9.1.5:  The effective date was changed to ___2006.

2.  20.9.1.7. S (p):  A new exception was added to the solid waste exceptions to clarify that law enforcement entities may incinerate certain evidentiary materials.

3.  20.9.1.7.V(3):  The definition of vulnerable area was clarified to say that the state percentage of economically stressed households is based on the most recent actual census data, that the criteria is whether the state average for economically stressed households is exceeded in either the 4 mile radius or a one square mile area around the proposed facility, and that the population criteria is 50 people or more within an square mile within the 4 mile radius.

4.  20.9.1.107.A(19):  Language added making clear that materials from law enforcement activities, and ash from such materials if incinerated may be disposed at a landfill.

5.  20.9.1.201.D(6)(g):  Language clarification.

6.  20.9.1.201.E:  Language clarification.

7.  20.9.1.209:  Changed to allow for the splitting of hearing costs, 50/50.

8.  20.9.1.210.B:  A clarification that denial of a renewal application under this subsection would not result in an automatic revocation of a landfill permit was added.

9.  20.9.1.212:  The language terminating a permit after 5 years of non-use was stricken.

10.  20.9.1.218.B & C:  Language was amended to make clear that if a permit renewal application was timely received, the existing permit would not terminate.  If a renewal permit were denied under 210, the Secretary would set a new deadline for application, and could, if necessary, initiate a revocation process.

11.  20.9.1.232H:  The commercial hauler fees were changed to $100 for a hauler with 2 trucks or less and who hauls no special waste, and $300 for a hauler with 3 trucks or more or who hauls any special waste.

12.  20.9.1.804C(3):  Changed to require the department to issue a letter within 90 days after demonstration submitted.

13.  20.9.1.813E:  Subsection added to state that the department will provide a list of constituents and parameters to be tested for on its website.
