Ms. Auralie Ashley Marx, Chief of the Solid Waste Bureau, today announced a change in the timeline regarding the draft of the Recycling and Illegal Dumping (RAID) Act rules (20.9.2 NMAC).  Originally, the Bureau intended to hold a hearing before the Environmental Improvement Board (EIB) on September 5, 2006.  However, due to commitments and workload assignments involving both the New Mexico Environment Department’s Office of General Counsel, as well as the Bureau staff – and to allow sufficient time for the optimum review of public meeting input and written comments – a new hearing date of November 9, 2006, will be requested of the EIB.
